IHS Heartbeat: Prayer and Vision Lead to Action
New trainers expand critical ministry to patients, families and communities
Among the International Saline Partnership, training activity in 2009 has brought fruitfulness, with joy, in the equipping of 95 new
trainers.As new trainers are setting out to teach others, IHS is seeing movement into new geographic areas and fields of ministry.

Africa
From a training center in Rynfield, South Africa, workers
from Healthcare Christian Fellowship International (HCFI)
have moved into Madagascar and the Democratic
Republic of the Congo, new locations for International
Saline, where the availability of materials in French
translation has been a critical feature. Expectations are for
new trainers also to bring International Saline to French-
speakingWest Africa, and to Nigeria and Uganda.

Eastern Europe
New locations for International Saline in Eastern Europe included the Czech
Republic and Poland in 2009, with expectations of also reaching into Romania
and Moldova in the coming year.Trainers from Hungary have had opportunity to
cast new vision for their country and begin using the new materials, which are
available in Hungarian. In Ukraine, trainers are beginning to emerge, using the
Russian translation, but with anticipation of completion of the Ukrainian
translation by the time aTraining ofTrainers session is held in the new year.

Eurasia
Russia and Siberia have been active fields for new
trainers to emerge in 2009.After years of cultivation
among small communities of believers, Christian medical
workers are connecting with each other and leaders are
growing in confidence as they share their learning
experiences. In Armenia, a training session sparked a
vision among Muslim background believers to reach
others from their cultural roots through healthcare.

Asia
International Saline reached into the Uttar Pradesh
region in the north of India for the first time in 2009,
with a session for 21 workers at the Kachhwa
Christian Hospital. At the other extreme, a session
held in Sri Lanka, off the southern tip of India, made
use of theTamil translation — another “first”.

Western Europe
The United Kingdom experienced a landmark event for trainers who are
transitioning to the new International Saline materials.That meeting brought
together seasoned and novice trainers from throughout the United Kingdom,
including nurses eager to start training their colleagues.The training debuted in
Paris in 2009, and a session in Spain provided impetus to plan aTraining of
Trainers session early in 2010. In Sweden, interest was cultivated for the
ministry in Norway and Denmark, while in Switzerland participants cast a
vision to reach European countries represented in its official language groups
of French, German and Italian.

SoutheastAsia
The HCFI Asia Pacific Conference 2009 held in Malaysia was an opportunity to
identify training leaders in that region whose influence collectively reaches into
several restrictive countries. In that same vein, the HCFI leadership team
meeting, also in Malaysia, was a time for 37 board members and country
leaders from all over the world to learn how to train healthcare workers to
bear witness Christ’s love in the field of healthcare.

In 2009, the International Saline Partnership began to see the effects of new trainers getting started (InTheir OwnWords, pg. 1),
but the multiplication has yet to be fully seen in the number of patients reached. Conservatively, we expect that each new trainer will
conduct two training sessions in 2010, averaging 25 participants in each and yielding on average two new trainers per session.At that
growth rate, the partnership could soon see a jump to 380 trainers (95 x 2 x 2), with 4,750 trained workers (190 x 25) using
International Saline tools and reaching 7.1 million patients (an average of 1,500 patients seen per worker each year). Can you imagine
the salt and light – the multiplied witness to Christ's love – when 380 new trainers get started?

The year 2009 marks a point in time when International Saline saw phenomenal
growth. Thanks to the collaboration among partner organizations – seven international
healthcare associations joined in the International Saline Partnership – the numbers
trained in October leapt up to 350 workers in 23 countries taking the training in six
languages, a 295% growth over October 2007, almost matching the total workers
trained by IHS in 2007.

Trainers who enthusiastically have engaged the vision, methods and materials of
International Saline are creating this burgeoning ministry. As a result, IHS is seeing the
“multiplication effect” that the partnership has been anticipating during the past two
years. Comments coming from newly trained healthcare workers and novice trainers
attest to their wholehearted embrace of International Saline tools to be a witness in
their workplace and their bold courage in answering God’s call.

Prayers Sought in Madagascar
Starting out as a new trainer, Martine wrote from Madagascar, “As I wrote before,
there were 47 persons for our third teaching about International Saline. Some people
are ready to train others next time! We did it for about five hours and it is better than
for our national congress [earlier that month]. We can give them also books in
Malagasy! Our next program is now the Ministry of Health, but we have some
problems with the state not stable until now.”

Sharing with Muslims and Hindus in Malaysia
“In my area of work I come in contact with my staff more than with patients,” wrote
Peter, a Malaysian nurse, after attending training in his country. “They are mostly of
Islamic faith and some Hindus. They are very committed to their belief, but I try,
whenever there is an opportunity, to tell them of my God in ways that I might not
offend them. I try not to argue but hopefully what I share might sink into them.
I believe in planting seeds and allowing the Holy Spirit to work through the seeds.”

Plans for Expansion in Germany
From Germany, Cornelia Klappennecker reported after her first experience teaching
International Saline using the German translation: “I am only a beginner, having done
my own course in Schladming,Austria, in 2008. I have started to integrate the
principles of International Saline into my daily routine on an internal intensive care unit.
As for Germany, I do think we need regular courses for beginners and refreshers. The
groups should be rather small, maybe only 15 participants each. We should give the
chance for people to meet in six months for a short follow-up meeting, with sign-up
during the first course. We definitely need more trainers (right now we are two) and
maybe aTraining ofTrainers session.”

With the Holy Spirit’s Guidance in Pakistan
A staff worker with Healthcare Christian Fellowship International, living in Pakistan, said,
“I myself was blessed by the way of teaching and material which have been prepared in
the guidance of the Holy Spirit. I am trying my best to translate into the national
language of my country Question One: Why is faith important in healthcare? By the
grace of God I am praying for other [medical students] with whom I can communicate
International Saline.”

During training in Coventry, England, the demonstration of
barriers encountered in patients solidifies the concept that
people go through a series of micro-decisions on the
journey to faith in Christ.

Bob Snyder plays a character named John in Malaysia, to
get across principles of engagement with patients that
create a safe environment and provide opportunities to
understand their spiritual condition. John’s name changes
depending upon the cultural context — to Jan in The
Netherlands, Juan in Spain, Herr Müller in Germany or
Abing in Singapore; and John could become Julia in France,
if played by a woman trainer.

In Tula, Russia (south of Moscow), participants work
together on a training activity geared toward skills building,
also laying a sound foundation to put principles into
practice after the training. Small groups formed during
training are encouraged to continue their connection as
prayer and accountability partners afterward.
